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 Acceptable Fair Use

· Small Quantity
· Portion of work used is not central or significant to entire work
· User owns lawfully acquired or purchased copy of original work
· Only one chapter from a book, or one article of a single journal
· No significant effect on the market or potential market for copyrighted work
Unacceptable, Not Fair Use

· Large Portion, or whole work used

· Portion used is central to work

· Could replace sale of copyrighted work

· Significantly impairs market or potential market for copyrighted work

· Numerous copies made

· Repeated or long term use

Copyright law of the United States (title 17, US Code) governs the making of reproductions of copyrighted material.  The following are specifically prohibited by copyright guidelines:


Copying used to create, replace, or substitute for anthologies, compilations, or collective works;


Copying of “consumable materials (i.e., workbook, exercises and standardized tests);


Copying used to substitute for the purchase of books, periodicals or publisher reprints;


Repeated copying of the same item from quarter to quarter.
