Add The Library Network Printer to your Mac

1.Make sure you have Apple Talk enabled on your Mac.

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C. Click “configure” and go to the “AppleTalk” tab.

“Make Apple Talk Active” should be checked.

2. In the Finder, open the “Utilities Folder” located under “Go”.

    Click on “Printer Setup Utility”.
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3.  Click “Add”
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4. Click on “More Printers…”
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5.Make sure the roll down tabs at the top are set to “Apple Talk” and “Apple Talk Network”
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    Then choose “Public”

6. Add “HP LaserJet 9000 Series”
