Advising and Admissions partnership to serve students with conditional admission

Each student who is offered conditional admission is required to sign an official acceptance of this admission status, and thereby be advised of the conditions under which conditional admission can be changed to regular admission, before he or she may register for credits.  An admissions counselor communicates with each conditionally admitted student to make sure he or she understands the terms of admission.

At the beginning of each academic year, Admissions counselors who work with the conditional admission program students team up with one or more academic advisors to present a required orientation session for the students who enter with conditional admission.  The main points at this meeting are 1) that the student must earn full credits in the first quarter to attain regular admission status, 2) that conditional admission may be revoked if full credits are not earned, and 3) that the College believes the student has the potential to succeed, wants him/her to succeed, and has support services in place to contribute to his/her success.

An academic advisor schedules an individual appointment in the first few weeks of the quarter with each new conditionally admitted student, and has follow-up visits as needed.
