BY-LAWS OF

FRIENDS OF THE EVERGREEN STATE COLLEGE LIBRARY

I. NAME

The name of this corporation shall be and hereby is declared to be FRIENDS OF THE 

EVERGREEN STATE COLLEGE LIBRARY, a nonprofit mutual corporation.

II. DURATION

The period of its duration is perpetual.

III. PURPOSES

The object and purposes for which this corporation is formed and the powers which it shall have and exercise are hereby agreed and declared to be as follows:

1. To further understanding, acceptance and support of the values of The Evergreen State College by the public through the visibility and services of the institution’s library.

2. To support the work of The Evergreen State College Library and to provide an understanding of the importance of its work to the college and to the public community.

3. To assist members of the public to become better acquainted with The Evergreen State College through its library.  To support improvement of the Evergreen Library and to link its resources with the needs of the college community, alumni, and members of the public.

4. To engage in all activities necessary or proper for the advancement and promotion of the general objectives set forth above.

5. To solicit, receive and accept donations of money or property in kind to be used solely for the advancement of the general objectives of this corporation as set forth above.

6. To assume and exercise all rights, powers and privileges that are now or hereafter may be conferred by law upon nonprofit mutual corporations, and specifically including those powers enumerated by Section 24.06.030 of the Revised Code of Washington.

7. Notwithstanding any other provision of these Articles, this corporation shall not carry on any activities not permitted to be carried on by an organization exempt from Federal Income Tax under Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code.

IV. BOARD OF DIRECTORS

The Board of Directors shall manage the affairs of this corporation.  The number of the directors shall be not less than 5 nor more than 30.  One third of the directors to be elected at the first membership meeting shall be elected for a term of one year, one third of said directors shall be elected for a term of two years, and one third of said directors shall be elected for a term of three years.  Thereafter at each annual meeting directors shall be elected for a term of three years to succeed the directors whose term shall expire at the time of such meeting.  All directors so elected shall hold office for the term of which they are elected and until their successors are elected and qualified.  

If a director resigns before the expiration of his/her term the board may appoint a person to serve the remainder of the term.

The Board of Directors shall meet every 4 months, or more as needed.  Written notice 

of the time and place of the meeting with a proposed agenda will be sent to each Officer and 

member of the Board of Directors.

The Board of Directors positions shall be filled by those candidates receiving the highest number of votes except at least 2 members of the Board shall be designated by the Alumni Association Board of Directors and at least 2 directors shall be members of the faculty.  

V. EX-OFFICIO DIRECTORS

The Dean of the Evergreen Library shall serve as an Ex-Officio member of the Board with vote and voice.  The Executive Director of The Evergreen College Foundation, the College President, the Director of College Relations and the recording secretary shall also serve as Ex-

Officio members of the Board with vote and voice.

VI. MEMBERSHIP

Membership in this corporation will be open to all individuals in sympathy with its purposes.  The membership year shall run from July 1 through June 30.  Each individual member will be entitled to one vote.  Annual membership dues will be set by the Board of Directors.

VII. OFFICERS

The officers of this corporation shall be a president, vice-president, secretary and treasurer.  Officers shall be nominated by a nomination committee chosen by the Board of Directors, which shall submit nominations in writing to the Board of Directors two weeks prior to the annual meeting.  Officers should be members of the Friends of the Evergreen State College Library for one year or more prior to election.  Additional nominations may be made from the floor at the annual meeting with the consent of the nominee.  Voting for officers will be by written ballot of those members present at the annual meeting.  Officers will be members of The Friends of the Evergreen State College Library for one year or more prior to election.

Officers shall be elected by plurality vote of those members who are in good standing as members of the corporation and who are present at the annual meeting.  The term for officers shall be for two years, or until their successors have been elected and qualified, and shall begin immediately following the annual meeting.  Officers may be re-elected.

The vice-president will automatically assume the office of president after the president’s term has expired, or at any time should the office of president be vacated.  Other vacancies among offices may be filled by Board of Directors’ appointment and such officers so appointed shall hold office until their successors have been elected and qualified at the next annual membership meeting.

VIII. DUTIES OF OFFICERS

The officers of this corporation shall have the usual duties and authority exercised by officers of a nonprofit mutual corporation.  The president shall be an ex-officio member of all committees.  The vice-president shall serve as president in the absence of the president.  The Treasurer shall render regular financial reports.  In addition, the President shall appoint an Auditing Committee at least one month prior to the annual meeting.  The Auditing Committee will submit a written report to the membership at the annual meeting.

IX. EXECUTIVE BOARD

The Executive Board shall consist of the elected officers of the organization, and the Dean of the Library ex-officio.  The Executive Board shall have the authority to appoint committees, collect membership dues, and conduct all business consistent with the purposes of this organization and to exercise all powers of the Board of Directors.  Meetings of the Executive Board shall be held as needed.  A simple majority of the Executive Board shall constitute a quorum.

X. MEMBERSHIP MEETINGS

Meetings of the membership of this corporation shall be held at least once a year.   Regular membership meetings shall be at The Evergreen State College.  The location may be changed by a majority vote of the Executive Board or the Ex-officio Executive with the approval of the President.

The annual meeting will be held within 90 days of the beginning of the membership year, on a specific date determined by the Executive Board.

The President, or any 5 members of the Board or 5% of the membership, may call a special meeting of the membership.

All meetings shall be announced by written notice at least 14 days before the meeting.  Special meeting notices will contain a statement of 
the purpose of the meeting and the names of the people requesting the meeting.

A quorum for general and special meetings shall consist of those members present.

Voting on all matters EXCEPT election of officers and board members shall be by voice vote unless otherwise called for by a majority of members present.  A simple majority of those present and voting shall approve or disapprove all motions.

XI. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

This corporation is not organized for the purpose of carrying on any business, trade, vocation or profession for profit, and to that end:  (a) no part of the income or assets of this corporation shall at any time inure directly or indirectly to the benefit of any individual, member, officer, or director, or be distributable to any such person by any means whatsoever.  Upon dissolution or final liquidation of this corporation, the assets of this corporation shall be applied first to the discharge or satisfaction of all outstanding obligations and liabilities of the corporation and remaining assets of the corporation after payment of such obligations and liabilities shall be distributed to The Evergreen State College Foundation, which has established its tax-exempt status under Section 501 ( c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code; (b) this corporation shall not at any time make any loans to any of its officers, directors, employees or members of the corporation.  Any member of the directors who votes for or consents to the making of a loan to any such person or any officer who participates in the making of such loans shall be jointly and severally liable to the corporation for the full amount of any such loan until the repayment thereof.

XII. AMENDMENTS

Amendments to the By-laws of this corporation may be made by the Board of Directors: provided that no Executive Board of the Board of Directors shall have the authority of the Board of Directors in reference to amending, altering or repealing the by-laws.
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
