The Mission of The Evergreen State College
Making Learning Happen

The Evergreen State College is a public, liberal arts college serving Washington State.  Its mission is to help students realize their potential through innovative, interdisciplinary educational programs in the arts, social sciences, humanities, and natural sciences.  In addition to preparing students within their academic fields, Evergreen provides graduates with the fundamental skills to communicate, to solve problems, and to work collaboratively and independently in addressing real issues and problems.  This mission is based on a set of principles, described below, that guide the development of all college programs and services.

· Teaching is the central work of the faculty at both the undergraduate and graduate levels.  Supporting student learning engages everyone at Evergreen - faculty and staff.

· Academic program offerings are interdisciplinary and collaborative, a structure that accurately reflects how people learn and work in their occupations and personal lives.

· Faculty and staff continually review, assess and modify programs and services to fit changing needs of students and society.

· The college serves the needs of a diverse range of students including recently graduated high school students, transfer students, working adults, and students from groups that have historically have not attended college.

· As evidenced by these principles, an important part of Evergreen’s educational mission is engagement with the community, the state, and the nation.  One focus of this engagement is through the work of public service centers that both disseminate the best work of the college and bring back to the college the best ideas of the wider community.

The Evergreen Center for Educational Improvement is very closely tied to both The Evergreen State College and the particular needs of Washington State teachers.  The Evergreen Center endorses the ideals of collaboration, integration and community, that are central to the mission of The Evergreen State College.  The Center works with school communities from across Washington State.  Our innovative pioneer work in the area of Native American education has received attention nationwide.

Short History

The Evergreen Center for Educational Improvement was created by the 1993 legislature to help communities develop pathways to reach their objectives for restructuring K-12 programs.  Acting Provost, Russ Lidman, appointed Greg Williamson to facilitate planning for the new K-12 center.  Out of the planning by faculty and staff, facilitated by Greg during the summer of 1993, a vision for the Evergreen Center for Educational Improvement, the fourth of TESC’s 6 public service centers, was born. Magda Costantino, the center’s first and current director, was appointed in the spring of 1994.

Following will be examples of our work that will demonstrate how our work represents and embodies the values and the spirit of The Evergreen State College.  
Educational Research
The ECEI conducted two major research projects that were requested and published by the Office of the Superintendent of Public Instruction for the State of Washington:

· Reading and Second Language Learners:  Lessons from Research, OSPI, 1999.

This research report presents a summary of current research on the issues of second language acquisition, literacy development and academic achievement of English language learners.  It represents a significant contribution to the education of ESL students in our state. The document has been used as a centerpiece, not only in the hundreds of workshops conducted by us, but also in the site-based professional development at concerned school districts. The academic achievement of all students in general, and of ELLs in particular, is of utmost importance to school districts in these days of testing and test scores. · Reading and the Native American Learner:  Lessons from Research, OSPI, 2001.

This research report is the first of its kind published in our State.  Even though the Native American students are the lowest scoring students among all ethnic groups, and a group with the highest drop out rates, their academic performance has not been studied before by anybody.  We were the first group of researchers who spent two years reading, analyzing data and summarizing the most important information from the meager national research focusing on Native learners.  Our research yielded the following two conclusions:

1. History of Native American Education has the most profound impact on the attitudes of Native American students towards education.

2. A deep sense of mistrust exists between Native American communities and school districts. (For complete report see Appendix B or www.evergreen.edu/ecei/reading.htm )
Workshops and Presentations

Two hundred and twenty three (223) workshops and presentations on a variety of topics were developed and conducted by the ECEI staff. Out of the 223, approximately 100 workshops focusing on the educational issues of Native Americans were conducted.  This work was conducted in collaboration with individual districts with high Native American enrollment and OSPI. The majority of the remaining workshops were focused on research-based practices for English language learners.

ST2EP Project 
– Student Teacher Technology Education Partnership Project was funded in 1999 by a three-year, $2.1 million catalyst grant from the U.S. Department of Education’s Preparing Tomorrow’s Teachers to Use Technology (PT3) program.  The grant was awarded to The Evergreen State College, and included a diverse array of institutions from five states.  Teachers and students from 9 colleges and 19 K-12 schools took on a unique mission:  to explore and cultivate collaborative partnerships among teachers and learners traditionally separated by institutional structures.  They used technology both as a means and as an end to collaborate across boundaries of roles, curriculum structures, and distance.  In the process, they developed site-specific models for curriculum and partnership that connected teaching, learning, technology, and created new opportunities for teacher education students to integrate technology into their field-based experiences. (For more information, see ST2EP Reports, 1999–2003, Appendix C).
The South Sound LASER Alliance (SSLA)
The South Sound LASER Alliance (SSLA) was originally formed as a partnership between The Evergreen State College and several school districts in Pierce and Thurston counties. The partnership was called the South Sound Math Science and Technology Consortium, or S3MTC. The original work between the districts and Evergreen dates back to1997, with a grant supporting a regional science fair. Numerous grants from Intel followed that allowed Evergreen and the districts that  made up the S3MTC to develop programs that promoted quality education in math, science and technology while promoting equity for women and minority students. The SSLA was formed out of this partnership, and the organization functioned for the last four years as the S3MTC/SSLA.

The SSLA is a collaborative partnership between school districts with a focus on shared professional development. The commitment to supporting inquiry-based instructional materials across our county is shared by each member.

The SSLA is comprised of seven K-12 districts in the South Puget Sound region (respective K-12 student populations shown below, OSPI, 2005 data).

These districts are primarily urban and suburban with two districts, White River and Bethel, serving some rural areas. These districts collectively serve a diverse population with 40% of their student population coming from low-income families. The districts of the SSLA serve a minority population of 35% of the total school population, which represents approximately 35,000 students. In order to carry out the professional development in these school districts, the ECEI, in collaboration with all of the consortium members, received two grants ($57,000 and $81,000) from the Washington State LASER. Northwest Native American Reading Curriculum
Conducting numerous workshops on our research findings proved insufficient to us and to our audiences. We clearly saw the challenge of extending the professional development by utilizing all the research-based information and developing a curriculum that would be research-based, aligned with the state standards, culturally responsive and appealing to the children. In 1999, we wrote a collaborative grant to the Higher Education Coordinating Board to develop a culturally relevant reading curriculum for Native Americans.  After almost 5 years of extremely hard, yet rewarding work, the Northwest Native American Reading Curriculum was born out of a collaborative effort between the ECEI, the office of Indian Education at OSPI, and Washington State Indian tribes.

The Northwest Native American Reading Curriculum is a research-based, culturally-relevant, supplemental reading curriculum for American Indian students in kindergarten through 2nd grade in Washington State.  This interdisciplinary curriculum combines learning components from reading, writing, communication, and social studies. It addresses the socio-linguistic and socio-cultural differences determined through our research.  The curriculum is aligned with the Washington State standards. The curriculum consists of three separate units: Hunting and Gathering, The Canoe and The Drum.  In each section, the teachers are provided with an array of literacy development skills and activities.  Most of the activities are meaning based.  The teaching of individual reading skills is embedded in the task.  Special emphasis is placed on the teaching of comprehension strategies and intensive vocabulary development. The Northwest Native American Reading Curriculum is consistent with the six attributes of culturally-based Education identified by Demmert and Towner, 2003. Currently an evaluation of the effectiveness of the curriculum is being conducted by the office of Indian Education at OSPI. The evaluation is conducted at the Marysville and North Kitsap school districts in WA. Additional funds are being sought for further study.

GEAR UP
GEAR UP – Gaining Early Academic Awareness and Readiness for Undergraduate Programs, 2003-2007:  Funded by the U.S. Department of Education for 4.4 million.  
The program was designed to enable more middle and high school students to stay in school, excel, and take college preparatory classes in order to succeed in college.  It is aimed at enabling low-income communities to create new or expanded plans to strengthen their schools and provide educational opportunities for low-income students.  The program provides academic support services to 1,110 students starting with a 6th and 7th grade middle school cohort attending two middle schools and two high schools in the Clover Park School District and the Oakville School District. Chehalis History and Culture Curriculum Development Project
Chehalis History and Culture Curriculum Development Project, partially funded by GEAR UP (2004 – 2007) was intended to improve the relationship between Oakville School District and the Confederated Tribes of the Chehalis. Through an unprecedented collaborative work between the ECEI and the Chehalis Tribe, a revolutionary, original, community based transformative curriculum was born. The Confederated Tribes of the Chehalis, through their community’s participation, were able to use their own voice to describe their history from their perspective. An innovative and original process was developed to connect the Chehalis’ oral narration of their history with primary and secondary historical documents in order to achieve historical and academic integrity. Inquiry-based lesson plans, aligned with the Washington State Standards, were developed by social studies teachers from the Rochester School District. The curriculum was developed for High School, Middle School and Elementary School learners. All 600 plus Chehalis Tribal members received a copy of this curriculum and engaged in a lively community debate. This “living document” represents an original contribution to the Chehalis Tribe by the hard working staff of the ECEI.

Standard 1. B. 3.
The planning process is participatory involving constituencies appropriate to the institution such as board members, administrators, faculty, staff, students, and other interested parties.

The Center draws primarily upon the skills and efforts of our full-time staff of three.  Most of our work is done in collaboration with other educational entities, granting agencies, Native American tribes and state agencies. The collaboration includes joint planning as well as joint implementation. We believe strongly in assisting our partners in achieving their own goals  
Occasionally, we are joined by temporary teams, especially if we are working on large long-term projects, such as the “STEP” Project (Student Teacher Technology Education Partnership Project), GEAR UP (Gaining Early Awareness and Readiness for Undergraduate Programs), Washington LASER (Leadership and Assistance for Science Education Reform) etc.  In addition to these long-term partnerships, the ECEI has assisted schools and school districts by providing numerous professional development programs, technical assistance workshops and research. Each year we reach hundreds of teachers and educators through these efforts. (See Appendix J for a complete listing of our work) 
Our Center also works in close collaboration with The Evergreen State College’s Master in Teaching Program (MIT). Currently, we are undergoing a process of reorganization of the way that teacher education and professional development are conducted at Evergreen. The newly proposed Master in Education Program is the result of our collaborative efforts. We see this M.Ed. Program as a clear sign of the college’s commitment to train more teachers in the high demand areas, such as math and English as a Second Language (ESL). 
The Center staff serves broader needs as well. The ECEI director is a long-term participant in the WA state’s effort to provide equitable educational opportunities to our state’s English language learners. In 2007, Magda Costantino was appointed to the Washington State Advisory Board on Bilingual Education. Magda is also a member of the Washington State Advisory Committee on the development of sovereignty curriculum for Washington public schools. Other collaborative initiatives by the ECEI involve innovative leadership in the various initiatives by the office of Indian Education and the WA Indian tribes to positively impact the educational experiences of tribal children. Through a grant from the WA Higher Education Board in 2001 and US Department of Education GEAR UP grant (2002 – 2007), the ECEI was able to engage in two significant projects: the development of the Northwest Native American Reading Curriculum and Chehalis History and Culture Curriculum Development Project (see Appendices E, F, G, H for more details on these projects) 
Standard 1. B. 4.
The institution uses the results of its systematic evaluation  activities and ongoing planning processes to influence resource allocation and to improve its instructional programs, institutional  services, and activities.
The ECEI does not use the results of our evaluations for ongoing and planning processes in order to develop a work plan. The ECEI is always invited by a school, a school district, an educational entity, such as OSPI, or other community or tribe to come and join them in their efforts to bring change and innovation into their educational initiatives. Over the years we have been successful in developing a reputation for our commitment to diversity, equal access to education and personal and institutional integrity. The repeated invitations to serve these varied communities serve us in lieu of systematic data analysis. We do, however, analyze our individual program evaluations.

The ECEI does not offer Continuing Education Units (CEU) as described.

The ECEI does provide state level continuing education “clock-hours” to teachers. These “clock-hours” are provided through in-service programs, as prescribed by the Washington State Superintendent of Public Instruction and as set forth in the Revised Code of Washington. These state “clock-hours” are recorded as one “clock-hour” for each one hour of instruction. The ECEI also offers “clock-hours” for relevant courses offered through Evergreen’s Extended Education.
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
